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Women want money for nurseries and kindergartens paid from their taxes and also want state guaranties that this care will be of first-rate quality!!!
The first month of the Czech presidency in EU proved the Czech government has appropriated the opinion of the Czech president Václav Klaus that “EU should hew off social and environmental standards”. But namely in the time of crisis the strengthening of social standards including the equal positioning of women and men is important. It is no surprise that women are among the first employees who are discharged from job, especially women with children, who are not – according to the employers meaning – “very reliable” because of the care of children.

Covering the expenses for attendances of preschool children in nurseries and kindergartens gives women the chance to return to job after parents leave. It is the fundamental assumption for profession and private life harmonizing for majority of women. The EU aims as for ensuring of places in care of preschool children from public sources are 30 % for children less than 3 years of age and 90 % for children at the age before starting the school attendance. With great worry we get know that the Czech right-wing government which just now presides the European Union is against this tendency and wants again to start discussion of this theme during ministers' negotiations in Prague. The Czech Minister Nečas affirms: “To order arbiters numbers from Brussels is nonsense because there are social and cultural differences among states…”.According to him in CR attends nurseries less than 2 % of children. Bur Mr. Minister Nečas has forgotten to add that nurseries are not utilized not for the reason that women do not want it and families do not need them, but because of the fact that nurseries are not at their disposal. The aims of the EU tend to form variants and not for duty to use them. And he should not to hide his bad social standard by assessment that this is not necessary. This is very hypocritical. The government should together with employers try to find such family politics where families and small children are not perceived as an obstacle for women employment.
The Czech government justifies his decision by the scheme not to harm children who in nurseries will suffer by the absence of parents' care. This inordinate argumentation tries to cover the right interest of the government to expose the low as possible funds on social help to citizens, in this case mainly to women. It means also absolute neglecting economic contributions which women should bring to our country under corresponding connecting to labour process.

At the same time the places in nurseries and kindergartners supported from public sources are importable possibility for women how to harmonize their maternity with employment so they could live full valuable life and not to take manner to play role in statistics giving numbers of (newly) borne children.
The majority of our women by no means consider nurseries and kindergartners as possibility to put off children and not to devote them necessary care. Only in CR the care of children under 6 years of age directly influences about 3 millions of mothers, fathers and grandparents. The questions of women, children and seniors are pushed by existing government on the very edge of his interest and are minimized. At the same time the crises already now increases the press on working labour in the sense of decrease of wages, social standards and flexibility. All this has negative consequences mainly on women and children situation and their family life. The governments manage our sources and that is why we ask for forming variants of care and leaving on Czech families which kind of care for children they choose.
Social democratic women protest against above described politics of the Czech government and turn round on media to help women initiate public discussion to matters of children, women, families and seniors and our usual life. The possibility to have paid employment is the fundamental question of equality before the law.
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
